“Seven Keys to Success”

Almost every year the SCDA is very successful in its Samuel D. Harris Award submission.  For review, below are the seven keys to a successful entry.  The first six are criteria from the ADA.  The seventh key is what the SCDA and your SC NCDHM Committee heavily depends on each year for a successful application and receipt of a national award.

1)
Impact of the program - the effect or potential effect of the statewide National Children’s Dental Health Month program on the dental health education of the public.

2)
Originality, creativity and ease of duplication - accomplishment of goals, originality of program and the ability of replication by other state (constituent) societies.

3) Local dental society involvement - the coordinated involvement of local dental societies toward the success of the statewide National Children’s Dental Health Month program.

4) Individual membership involvement - the participation by individual dental association members, which contributed to the success of the program.

5)
Affiliated group participation - the types and numbers of groups (auxiliary members, hygienists, assistants, educators, nurses, pharmacists, etc.) involved in assisting the state dental society with effective program planning and implementation.


6)
Planned program continuity - the demonstration of detailed planning and coordination within and among the state and its local dental societies, to ensure program continuity in future years.

7) Documentation of activities - all entries must be accompanied by a completed entry application.  Please see the entry application below and submit one for each activity you or your staff, etc. conduct during NCDHM.  Also, please attach any photographs, newspaper or magazine clippings, videos or digital recordings that will enhance your document.

Below is an outline of our campaign which allows for your participation in a dozen different settings.  It also allows for participation by any different specialty general, pediatric, or others.  So, if you would like to participate, but are not sure what you could do, do not hesitate to ask.
